PROCUREMENT OF PULSES

Nafed is one of the Central Agencies for Procurement of Pulses, Oilseeds and Cotton under Price Support Scheme (PSS) and Procurement of Pulses under Price Stabilization Fund (PSF). 

Government of India has introduced PSF Scheme to create buffer stock of Pulses, which is presently being implemented by Department of Consumer Affairs, Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution, Govt. of India. 

Department of Consumer Affairs (DoCA), Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food & Public Distribution , Government of India allotted procurement targets of Kharif Pulses 2016 to 9.5 Lakh MT (i.e. 6 lakh MT of Tur, 2.5 lakh MT of Moong and 1 lakh MT of Urad) to be procured from KMS 2016-17. Nafed has been allocated a procurement target of 70% for each Pulse. DoCA has further extended the procurement period of Toor from 15th March 2017 to 15th April 2017 with direction to contuinue procurement of Toor over and above the target of 6 Lakh MT.

As per the directions of Department of Agriculture, Cooperation and Farmers Welfare and Department of Consumer Affairs, Government of India, Nafed has undertaken procurement of Moong during Kharif 2016 under PSS in the states of Maharashtra and Karnataka and under PSF at MSP + Bonus in the state of Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and Haryana. 

During Kharif 2016, Nafed has also undertaken procurement of Urad at the prevailing Market rates under PSF in the state of Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Madhya Pradesh, Karnataka, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu and Uttar Pradesh and Procurement of Toor (Arhar) at MSP+Bonus under PSF in the producing states i.e. Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat and Karnataka is in progress.
