(here in after referred to as NAFED(Employer), which expression shall, unless repugnant to the context or meaning thereof, mean and include their survivors, heirs, executors, administrators and assignees), of the One Part AND M/s. ______________________ having its registered office at _________ a CIVIL CONTRACTOR  ____________________________________ (herein after referred to as the “contractors,” which expression shall unless repugnant to the context of meaning thereof, mean and include their survivors, heirs, executors administrators of such survivors or survivor and assignees) of the Other Part.
Whereas the NAFED/employer is  having  Bond  Warehouse  at Plot No. B-1, Sec-18, MAFCO Yard, Turbhe, Vashi, Navi Mumbai:400703 and is desirous of granting the contract for repair of GODOWN , as per details  described in schedule I and  the work to be done here to. 
AND WHEREAS the Contractors have agreed to all the terms specified by the Employer to carry out Repair and Renovation work, Replacement of the cement sheet, civil work, Brickwork,  (including costs of material, labour, taxes and duties) of the Bond Godown, and complete the same at the value as described in the  BILL OF QUANTITY AND TENDER RATE  IN SCHEDULED I. 

NOW IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
1:The  agreement and other documents mentioned above in scheduled I to IV shall form the basis of the contract and the decision of the Architects in all matters such as materials, Workmanship, technical matters conditions and specifications and such other matters shall be final and binding on both parties.

1: EMPLOYER: The Employer of the contract , shall mean and include NAFED WAREHOUSEING & PROCESSING INDUSTRIES Navi Mumbai: (NAFED)
2:CONTRACT: The terms “The contract” shall collectively mean the tender. Acceptance of Tender, these conditions and as laid down in Scheduled Bill of quantity, tender rate, specification of materials, and other documents referred to therein.

3: Contractor: Shall mean the individual, firm or company undertaking the works as well as the executors and administrators or other personal representatives of the individual or of the members composing the Firm and permitted assigns of the individual or firm or the successors of the company.

4: Qualified Contractor:  The Civil contractor, registered with CPWD/PWD/ PUS/MUNICIPAL CORPORATION having ESIC/PF/WORKS TAX /PAN number etc., shall only be qualified and eligible  for the work and submit the Xerox copies of the certificate issued by the  above registering authorities. In absence of the above registration and documents contractor  shall be treated disqualified.

5: Address of the Site: NAFED WAREHOUSING & PROCESSING INDUSTRIES, Plot No.B-1/Sector- 18, MAFCO YARD, VASHI, NAVI MUMBAI: 400703
 

INSURANCE

6:   The contractors shall be responsible for all injuries to the persons,  

animals or things and for all structural damages to the property which may arise during the construction of the work. The contractors should make all the necessary insurances in this behalf. The employer shall not be liable for any damages/losses/injury sustained by the employees of the contractor at the site during the course of execution  

of repair work. 

6-1: The contractors shall be liable for and shall indemnify the Employer against any liability, loss, claim or proceedings whatsoever arising under any statute or at common-law in respect of personal injury to or the death of any person whatsoever arising out of or in the course of or caused by carrying out of the work.

6-2: Without prejudice to the contractor’s liability to indemnify the Employer, the contractor shall maintain such insurance as may be necessary to cover the liability of the contractor in respect of the personal injuries or deaths arising out  in the course of or caused by carrying out of the work.

7: Variation in Quantity: THE PROBABLE QUANTITIES  of several items of work included in the schedule of quantities are furnished for the tenderer`s convenience. It must be clearly understood that the contract is not a lumsum contract as such neither the probable quantities not the probable value of entire tender are accurate or that the work will correspond exactly there to. 

8: EXTRA ITEMS  


The contractors shall not carry out items not covered by this contract unless the rates for the same are previously fixed and approved by the Employer /Architects.
9 : Escalation: No escalation in rate shall be allowed during the contract period.
9-1:  No mobilization advance will be paid to the contractor. 
METHOD OF PAYMENT

The contractor shall submit to the Employer his interim bills in triplicate. The Architects after considering the bills will certify them for payments with or without modification within one week time and forward them to the Employer. The Employer after getting the Architects certificate will make the payment of the bills within a period of eight days.
10.1 The interim payment shall become due to the contractors as per             stages given in the SCHEDULE III of this agreement.
MINIMUM WAGES ACT

11: The Contractors shall be responsible for implementing the relevant provisions of the Minimum Wages Act and Workman’s Compensation Act in force and / or will be in force for the different workers engaged by the contractors for this construction work.

Compliance to the Provisions of P.F. & Misc. Provisions  Act-1952 . 

12:The contractor must submit the specified documents while submitting the bill. No payment shall be released to the contractor unless supported by the following documents.

12-1. Attendance Sheet(s) of the workers/labourers engaged by the contractor for Nafed’s work/job.

12-2. Monthly wage sheet of the workers/labourers invariably showing the PF A/c. No. allotted to each worker by RPFC along with the date and amount of wages paid and deductions of PF contribution made there from.

12-3. Copies of Statutory challans towards deposit of monthly PF Contribution and other statutory charges in various Govt. A/cs. i.e. A/c. No. 01, 02, 10, 21 & 22. as the case may be.

12-4. If the payment at Sl. No. 3 above, is made by cheque by the contractor, the necessary details with regard to the debit of the amount paid to the Govt. A/c. may be confirmed from the Bank statement/Passbook and copy thereof may be provided  invariably.
12-5. An undertaking to be given every month from the contractor to the effect that monthly PF contributions along with other statutory charges in respect of workers/labourers engaged for Nafed’s job as per Attendance Sheet(s) and monthly wages sheet has been deposited along with PF contributions of other workers into Govt. Account as per details given below :

SUB LETTING OF CONTRACT

13 : The contractors shall neither sub-let nor assign the contract to any third party. The contractors shall attend to the work personally at site and shall employ technically qualified persons capable of understanding the work. The Architects may ask the contractors to discontinue any person or persons engaged by him on the work if found unsuitable and unreasonable. The contractors shall without any hesitation follow Architects’ instructions and remove such person or persons immediately. No damages or any claims will be entertained in this respect.

FAILURE OF CONTRACTOR

14 : In case of contractors’ failure to carry out the work satisfactorily, the Employer through the Architects or the Architects themselves shall instruct the contractor to stop the work. Thereafter the Employer shall get the remaining work completed through any other agency or departmentally at the risk and cost of the contractors and the losses will be recovered from their bills or from the security deposit.

FULFILMENT OF CONTRACT

15:The contractors will have to carry out the entire work at the agreed amount of  Rs._______ _/-   (Rupees______________ _)   as defined in Scheduled - I  of this agreement. The Architects at his own discretion may delete some items of the work and or entrust a portion of the work to any other agency or agencies for which the contractors will extend necessary co-operation to the Employer and to the agency or agencies that may be engaged on the work. Final measurements will be checked by the Architects or their representative by previous intimation to the contractors who will remain present on the work site. The contractors should make final bill on the basis of these measurements.

TIME LIMIT

16: The time is the essence of the contract. The time limit for the completion of the work mentioned in the contract is 45 days  from the date of the work order.

17: EXTENSION OF TIME: In extra ordinary cases, the period may be extended subject to satisfaction of the employer.
18: LIQUIDATED DAMAGES: Time is essence of the contract. If the work extends beyond the stipulated time period of the 45 Days , liquidated damages of Rs. 5000/- per week subject to maximum of 5%  of tender value will be imposed on the contractor till the work is completed. 

PROGRESS OF WORK

19: The Contractors should provide a schedule for completion of various items of work indicating the dates  and strictly adhere to the same. Architects/Employer will have free access to the site at any time  during the progress of the work, to verify and inspection of the work.
DEFECT LIABILITY PERIOD

20: A sum of 5% from the total bill amount of the contractor, shall be retained  with the employer  and will be paid to the contractor after observing the defects leakage, crakes, if any  during two consequent  rainy season. If any defects developed or revealed in the repair work carried out by the contractor, such defects will have to be rectified by the contractors at their own cost, failing which the Employer will get the same rectified and the cost will be recovered from the contractor. If no defects are noticed within two consequent rainy season the remaining payment of 5% shall be released to contractor. 
LAY OUT
