All inclusive charges on Per MT basis for customs clearance, receiving & handling the RBD PALMOLIEN OIL imported at the discharge port, its storage in shore tanks 
and /or transportation, wherever applicable, to the packing plant for storage thereof, packing of the RBD PAMOLIEN OIL in one Liter pouches and then in corrugated boxes as per
specifications at Annexure-1 to 1D, storage of the packed material for about 30 days and loading the same into truck lorries.

DOCUMENTS CONSTITUTING CONTRACT

The Invitation of Bids, the terms and conditions of Tender, Offer of the Bidder and Letter of 

Acceptance issued by the Buyer along with any amendment issued prior to signing of 

contract shall constitute the Contract between the NAFED and the Bidder.

I.
OTHER TERMS & CONDITIONS

a)
 Packers should have minimum capacity of packing @ 3000MTs per month

b)
The  Packer shall furnish to NAFED a Trust Receipt before taking 
delivery of the imported RBD PALMOLIEN OIL as per proforma at 
Annexure-3.

a)  Packer shall have no right or lien whatsoever in respect of the RBD PALMOLIEN  OIL entrusted to them at any stage. The RBD PALMOLIEN OIL which shall remain the property of NAFED shall be dealt with solely for the purpose for which it is given. The  Packer shall, therefore, not pledge, hypothecate or otherwise create any charge or deal with the RBD PALMOIEN OIL in any form of security for their own transactions. 

b) NAFED shall be entitled to countermand the packing of edible oil without assigning any reason and without incurring any liability whatever to the Packer for the work so countermanded. In such cases, NAFED through its nominee(s), representative(s) enter upon the Packaging/storage premises or any other premises wherever or wherein the edible oil is stored lying or kept and can take delivery at its cost of such edible oil with the Packer and the  Packer will agree to give delivery accordingly.

c) The oil shall be transported by the  Packer under their own arrangements and at their own risk by road from shore tanks. Packer shall obtain NAFED’s Surveyor’s certificate as to the quality conforming to PFA standards and weight of the RBD PALMOLIEN OIL delivered by NAFED before  packing which shall be final, binding and conclusive on the  Packer and  NAFED shall not thereafter entertain any claim of quality and/or quantity variations form the Packer. 

d) NAFED would appoint a surveyor for inspection of material in respect of quantity & quality form the discharge point till delivery of finished goods at its own cost and the report of such inspection agency shall be final and binding on both the parties.

e) The Packer shall not be absolved of their responsibility and obligations under the contract for reason of work having been supervised by surveyors appointed by NAFED.  They shall continue to be fully accountable and be liable for all their acts of omissions and commissions in the performance of their obligations under the contract.

f) All operations from discharge from the vessel to the storage tanks upto delivery of packed Cartons from the packing unit shall be effected under the supervision of Surveyors cum Protecting agent appointed by NAFED at their own cost.  Packer shall actively co-operate with and provide all access and facilities to the Surveyors cum protecting agent to enable them to discharge their duties/functions effectively. The Surveyor cum protecting agent shall be entitled to cut open any pouches for checking quality of Poly packs quality of RBD PALMOLIEN OIL, net weight etc. 

g) The RBD PALMOLIEN OIL so delivered to the Packer for packing shall be stored by the Packer in clean calibrated storage tanks(s) suitable for storing edible oil for direct human consumption and the tanks shall be earmarked exclusively of NAFED (edible oil requiring heating shall be kept in tanks with heating coils and facilities for heating the oil to the required temperature.)   

h) The packed oil will be stacked in a covered godown with adequate dunnage.

i) Packer shall completely pack the oil in terms of the instructions given by NAFED within 5 days or within the mutually agreed period, from the date of lifting of the oil.

j) In case the Packer fails to complete the operations as laid down, NAFED shall have the right to take back the oil at the cost and expense of the Packer which cost will also include but not be restricted to the additional cost of getting the oil packed from any other party of NAFED’s choice.

k) Without prejudice to the foregoing any packing for which excess time is taken by the  Packer, NAFED shall be entitled to recover from the  Packer additional expenses, if any, incurred. 

l) Immediately on packing, the  Packer shall furnish to NAFED a certificate of quality that the packed oil conform to the prescribed health standards as per PFA Act and Edible Oil Packaging Regulations Act, 1998 and rules framed thereunder as amended from time to time as in force and also a certificate from the Public Health authority in respect of each batch JWO certifying that the packed oils is fit for direct human consumption and sale to public.

m) In case of any statutory or prescribed authority on sampling and analysis of the packed oil reject the same as not conforming to the public health standards, the  Packer shall be responsible for all the cost and consequences thereof and shall keep NAFED fully indemnified against all claims, demands, actions, sanctions, loss, expenses or damage resulting from or arising out of the oil not found conforming to the prescribed standards as above.

n) Packer shall keep the stock/packing record for the oil entrusted to them separately at all times and submit to NAFED periodical reports as may be prescribed on the job-wise packing and stock in pouches and dispatch particulars dispatch order-wise.

o)  Packer shall not transfer, or assign directly or indirectly to any person or from their obligations/rights in part or whole.   

p) The Packer shall deliver the pouches against the valid authorization by way of delivery order (DO) issued by the authorised officer of the NAFED  They will be responsible for wrong/non-delivery and/or delayed delivery.

q)  Packer shall arrange to deliver the 12  pouches (as the case may be) duly stacked in one carton.

r) The Packer shall be responsible for satisfying the receivers and surveyors about the correctness of the weight delivered as also packing at the time of delivery/loading which weight as certified by the surveyors shall be the basis for making payment of packing charges.

s) Losses, if any,  shall be paid by the Packers to NAFED at Rs. 50,000 PMT (Rupees Fifty thousand only).  Recoveries on account of  loss under this contract shall be settled within 15 days of the demand by NAFED.  Notwithstanding anything contained elsewhere in this contract, NAFED shall have the right to deduct the amount payable by the Packers/Packer from their bills under this contract and/or from any other money that may be due and payable to them by NAFED.

v)
At all time Packer shall conduct the operations with due diligence and care as to ensure the correct standards for the operations involving goods meant for human consumption.  Packer found indulging in malpractices will be suspended with immediate effect without prejudice to the recourses of NAFED for costs, losses, damages, demands, actions, sanction, etc.  The performance shall be reviewed by NAFED regularly and NAFED will be free to assign packing work to units whose performance is considered satisfactory.

   w)
At all times Packer shall be accountable for the quantities lifted by them after adjustment for the quantities packed and delivered.  Packer shall render all assistance for physical verification of stocks as and when needed by NAFED, including the labour required for the same for weighment/ullages, etc. should the physical verification reveal any loss of quantity, without prejudice to any other action as may be taken by NAFED in its discretion.  Packer shall pay NAFED on demand for the difference in quantity at the rate of Rs. 50/- per kg.

   x)
If on inspection any part of the available filled packs indicate underfilling on the gross weight, NAFED shall be entitled to apply the average percentage for shortage in the stocks checked, to the entire stocks in hand for determining the extent of underfilling and recovery effected for shortages accordingly.  It will, however, be open to Packer at their cost including NAFED Surveyor’s fees to reweigh in the presence of NAFED’s surveyors and determine the shortage or otherwise of stocks held by them.

y).
Notwithstanding anything contained herein, the packers shall not be responsible for any breach or non-performance of any of the terms and conditions of the contract if such breach or non-performance is as a result of strikes, lockouts, fire, riots, war, insurrections or restraints imposed by Government or any other Authority.  Further, in the event of such conditions continuing beyond a period of one month NAFED will have the option to cancel the contract and take back the oil delivered to the  Packer whether packed  or not at the Packer’s cost and expenses.

CHARGES AND PAYMENT  :

Packer shall for the satisfactory completed work under this contract be 
paid at rates in Annexure- 2.

The charges payable under this contract to the  Packer shall be due for payment against their bills (triplicate) after due verification of the bills presented for 
payment which should be duly supported by photocopies of delivery orders issued 
by NAFED, PHA or authorized agency certifying that the oil is fit for human consumption alongwith delivery challans with acknowledgement of receivers togetherwith:-

INSURANCE :

a)
 Packer shall arrange at their costs for an open insurance cover in the name of NAFED with adequate limits for the oil in  custody at various stages.  The  Packer shall arrange and be responsible for timely notifications/declarations as prescribed to the nominated underwriters, the various receipts/deliveries/despatches to ensure that the oil in their custody/movement is duly covered under the policy.  Packer shall be responsible for their failure to give such prompt notifications as prescribed.

b)
The insurance cover will be taken by Packer at the price notified by the NAFED  from time to time + 5% for the oil both bulk and packed.

(IV)
 Packer shall be responsible for and shall pay compensation to their workmen, employed directly or indirectly, payable not only under the Workmen Compensation Act, 1923, as amended upto date for injuries caused to or death or workmen but also under the provisions of any labour loss including Contractor’s Labour Regulation.  Processor & Packer shall be liable for all payments to their staff, labourers and workmen employed  for the performance or carrying out the job of packing and NAFED shall in no way be liable or responsible for any payment and  Packer shall keep NAFED indemnified and harmless against the same and from all proceedings in respect thereof.

(V)      TAXES AND OTHER STATUTORY LEVIES  :

a)
Packer shall be reimbursed taxes and other statutory levies in regard to their services under this contract as may be payable and actually paid and after adjusting refund if any as applicable and on submission of documents evidencing such payment.

b)
The Packer shall strictly abide by all instructions of NAFED and assist in documentation that would enable NAFED availing any refund claim in respect of any statutory or other local levies as may have been paid by the NAFED.  Such documentation shall be ensured promptly at the time of or immediately after taking delivery to enable NAFED file their claim in time with supporting documents as may be necessary.  The Packer shall be liable for all losses and expenses because of delay or failure on their part in documenting the claim.

(VI)
PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE  :


The Packer shall be required to furnish a performance Bank Guarantee in prescribed format (or in lieu thereof an interest free cash deposit) for an amount equal to 10% of the value of the stocks held at a time and calculated at Rs.50,000/-PMT or Rs.150 Lakhs.  The guarantee/cash deposit shall be kept valid till the obligations of  Packer under this agreement are completely fulfilled and/or stocks are properly accounted and handed over/delivered.


Without prejudice to the rights and recourses available to NAFED for recovery of the full cost/loss for all acts of defaults and omissions of  Packer in respect of this agreement and notwithstanding any provision to the contrary NAFED shall also have a right to invoke the B/G in the case of the following :-

Filled pouches are found to be short weight.

Quality of polythene of 110 micron, 5 ply thickness manufactured by reputed company and conforming to laid down specifications/standards.

d)
Value of losses of oil in handling, packing/storage or in transit as wherever applicable and outstanding for recovery from  Packer.

e)
For any other costs/losses/claims occasioned by packer as certified by NAFED.

All disputes or differences whatsoever arising at any time between NAFED and the  Packer out of or relating to constructions, meaning, operation or effect of this agreement or the several matters specified therein or breach thereof, shall be settled by arbitration in accordance with the rules of arbitration of the Indian Council of Arbitration at New Delhi and the award in pursuance thereof shall be final and binding on the parties.
