3.   QUANTITY
The quantity 12,500 MTS ( +/- 10%) or its multiple to land before 30th September, 2010 positively at designated discharge ports_________ in  break bulk/container.

Partial shipment allowed and transshipment not allowed.

4. PACKING

The sugar shall be packed in new sound bags of 50 KG pp bags, suitable for export as per mutual agreement between seller and the buyer. Markings as per the requirement of the buyer. 2% extra empty bags to be supplied with the shipment at no extra cost and use of hooks is prohibited.

6.   PRICE
 

Price to be quoted in USD PMT net delivered weight and quality on CIF/C&F (LO) basis separately for Indian ports at East/West Indian Coast. The bidders may also quote their rates on usance L/C  basis for 120 days from the date of B/L separately.  The price bid may be made as per the format at Annexure-IV 

The prospective bidders are required to quote on CIF/C&F (LO) basis along with Port of loading. 14 days free time to be allowed for containerized cargo at discharge port.  All THC charges at destinations for containerized cargo  will be born  by the Seller.

7.   INSPECTION

 

Quantity, quality, weight, packing etc. certificate to be issued by international reputed surveyor(SGS Brazil/Thailand LTD) nominated by buyer at the port of loading at the time of shipment at seller's cost. Surveyors to ensure that the consignments conform to Indian Plant Protection and Quarantine requirements and issue a certificate to that effect in addition to the certificate issued by Government authorized agency of country of origin. Quality and quantity to be final at port of discharge, as per load port surveyor’s certificate. In the event of any variation in quality / quantity at discharge port, a joint survey shall be carried out and findings of the report shall be final and binding on  both the parties and the buyer shall lodge claims on the seller accordingly. 

8.   PAYMENT 
L/C will be operative only after actual discharge of cargo at Indian designated port. Till then the L/C will be non-operative. L/C will be  100% irrevocable, non-transferable letter of credit allowing 100% payment only after actual discharge against shipping documents showing actual discharge of cargo at Indian port as per surveyors report stating quantity, quality and other prescribed specifications. or against Usance L/C of 120 days from the date of B/L subject to same conditions stated in this para.

9.   BID BOND / EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT
 

The offer shall be accompanied by a BID BOND in US dollars as per NAFED's standard format as per Annexure - II or bank draft made out in favour of NAFED payable at Delhi of a value equivalent to 2 % of the total value of the offer made by the seller. In case of unsuccessful bidders, the EMD/BID BOND shall be refunded/returned without interest. In the case of successful bidder, Bid Bond shall be valid  till receipt of valid Performance Bank Guarantee (PBG).

10. PERFORMANCE BANK GUARANTEE:

In case of confirmation of business, successful supplier shall provide a performance bank guarantee (PBG) equivalent to 10% value of the contract within 5 working days from the date of finalization of business, as per NAFED standard format (Annexure-III) failing which NAFED reserves the right to forfeit/invoke the EMD/Bid Bond. The PBG shall be kept valid upto 31.12.2010.

                      TERMS AND CONDITION

1. PAYMENT :

L/C will be operative only after actual discharge of cargo at Indian designated port. Till then the L/C will be non-operative. The Buyer shall open a  L/C in favour of seller  100% irrevocable, non-transferable letter of credit allowing 100% payment at sight against shipping documents showing actual discharge of cargo at Indian port,  as per surveyors report stating quantity, quality and other specification as per prescribed specifications. or against Usance L/C of 120 days from the date of B/L subject to same conditions stated in this para.

The Letter of Credit shall be payable against shipping documents showing actual discharge of cargo at Indian port, upon presentation  of the following SHIPPING DOCUMENTS at the counter of L/C opening Bank: (in case of usuance LC same can be worded suitably)

I)  “Seller’s” signed commercial invoice in three (3) original with …(3)………copies.

II) Clean on Board Bill of Lading made “To Order” showing the name of the consignee, in three (3) signed originals with ……(3)…… non-negotiable copies.  Bill of Lading must show that the goods have been “Shipped clean on Board” and “freight pre-paid as per Charter Party.”  Bill of Lading to be signed by the Master of the vessel or by a named agent for and on behalf of the Master or the Owner. III)  In case of containerized cargo the shipping line to issue “Clean on board Bill of Lading.  The B/L also to specify name and no. of containers, seal no. , net qty., free time (14 days) allowed for discharge and other relevant details.

IV) Load port Analysis Report issued by independent Surveyor nominated by Buyer in three (3) original with …(3)…….. Copies thereof certifying that the REFINED/CRYSTAL/WHITE SUGAR shipped is, inter-alia, in accordance with quality and specification stipulated in the Contract and is fit for human consumption. 

V) Certificate issued by independent Surveyor in three (3) original with ten (10) copies thereof certifying net quantity shipped in metric tones along with draft survey report of the vessel at the load port. 
VI) Certificate of Origin in …(3)…… Originals  and …(3)…… copies issued by Chamber of Commerce or any other Govt. authorized agency in the exporting country. 

VII) Certificate issued by competent authority in Exporting country certifying that REFINED/CRYSTAL/WHITE SUGAR is safe from levels of radiation under international acceptable standards that may be harmful. 

VIII) Certificate of Inspection issued by nominated surveyor regarding inspection of vessel holds/hatches, hatches cleanliness and its fitness certifying that holds/hatches were found thoroughly cleaned, dry and odorless and in every respect ready to receive the cargo.
IX) Health certificate issued by competent authority.
X) Phytosanitary Certificate issued by competent authority.
XI) In case of containerized cargo, load port surveyors to issue similar certificate as above covering each container.

XII) Certificate from the Seller that three (3) non-negotiable complete set of all shipping documents,   have been couriered to the buyer within 5 (five) working days of date of B/L along with the proof of such dispatch having been made.  The Seller to use internationally reputed courier service.

XIII) Certified copy of Fax and E-mail indicating that the complete particulars of each shipment i.e., name of vessel, expected date of departure, quantity loaded, the date of commencement and completion of loading and invoice value have been sent by the Seller to the Buyer within 2 working days after completion of each shipment.

XIV)  All bank charges in India for the establishment of Letter of Credit shall be borne by the Buyer.  All foreign bank charges and foreign bank’s reimbursement commission shall be borne by the Seller.

XV)  Non-transferable Letter of Credit to be opened in favour of Seller, vessel-wise, at least 10 days prior to the loading of the respective vessel. The Letter of Credit amendment/extension charges, if any, shall be borne by the party responsible for occasioning the amendment/extension.

XVI)  In case the Seller fails to negotiate shipping documents within 15 days from the date of completion of actual discharge of cargo at Indian Port and the original documents are not received by the buyer before arrival of the ship at the nominated discharge ports, due to any reason whatsoever, the Seller shall have necessary instructions issued to the Ship/Ship’s agent at the discharge port to deliver the cargo to the Buyer and/or their nominee(s) against a simple letter of Indemnity without insisting for original Bill(s) of Lading or Bank Guarantee. 

XVII) Third Party documents acceptable except Commercial Invoice and Bill of Lading.

XVIII) LC to be opened at least 10 days prior to ETA of the vessel at the load port

The above documentary requirements, however, shall be appropriately worded in the letter of credit between buyer and the seller as per the UCPDC 600.

Cash against documents through buyers designated bank for 100% of the contract value plus tolerance at sight upon presentation of the following documents:

1. Copy of shipped clean on board Bill of Lading made out to order and marked freight pre paid. 

2. Copy of commercial invoice 

3. Any other documents mutually agreed between buyer and seller

2. INSPECTION/SURVEY AT LOAD PORT (S)  


a) The quality, quantity, weight, packing, crop year etc. at load port(s) shall be supervised and certified by a Pre- shipment Inspection Agency in the country of origin and/or an independent surveyor(SGS LTD) nominated by buyer at seller’s cost.  The report of such Agency/Surveyor(SGS LTD) shall, inter-alia, cover the following:

I   Quality, Grade, Weight, packing and crop year 2010-11 and specifications;

II Date of commencement and completion of loading and sailing of the vessel.


b) The seller shall on receipt of L/C from the Buyer, offer to the Buyer’s nominated surveyor the stocks as per shipment schedule prior to shipment/dispatch and also shall ensure surveyor’s accessibility to the stock for inspection, sampling, testing etc.


c) The surveyor shall draw required number of representative samples jointly with the seller and other attending agencies, in accordance with the international trade practice, prior to loading of cargo tendered by Seller for shipment/dispatch.


d) The results of the tests shall be deemed to be final at discharge port and shall be binding on both Buyer and Seller.


e) The offered commodity shall be rejected if it does not meet any of the speciation or characteristics.


f) The surveyor shall allow sailing/dispatch after proper airtight sealing of the covers of the holds/hatches of the vessel.

g) Surveyor shall allow loading of cargo into ship after due satisfaction that the vessel is fully fit for loading of cargo, in accordance with the tender terms and conditions, vessel shall fulfill the discharge port parameters after loading, the gears of vessels are fully fitted and in accordance with the tender terms and conditions, the certificates are valid, holds are clean, dry and fit for loading of cargo etc.  Valid PSI club member ship and all other restrictions etc. in case of any violation PSI may refuse to accept the vessel.     

h) In case the cargo is rejected by Indian Health & Phytosanitary authorities for not meeting the minimum quality regulations,  the Seller shall be responsible and the payment claimed under the L/C shall be returned immediately on demand from the buyer with interest @ 18% p.a.  The certificate issued by Indian Health & Phytosanitary authorities rejecting the cargo would be the conclusive proof and binding on the seller.  The seller shall make his own arrangement to take back the rejected cargo at his own cost and expenses.  The seller shall also reimburse the expenses incurred by the buyer like L/C opening charges, port charges, stevedoring, cleaning, handling and other charges, demurrage, storage, etc.

3.  POST LANDING SURVEY


(i) In case of any damage to the cargo or any shortage found at discharge port during joint survey, the claim shall be lodged by the Buyer on the Seller/ Ship-owner.


(ii) The discharging shall be allowed to commence by Buyer’s surveyor on completion of formalities under intimation to the GM (FG) or his authorized nominee.



4.   AGE OF VESSEL

The Seller shall ensure that the goods are shipped on a vessel classed not lower than Lloyds 100 A1 or an equivalent class in the classification of any other recognized classified society. The vessel shall not be over fifteen (15) years of age. A vessel over 15 years of age but not exceeding 25 years would be on acceptable (in case of break bulk shipment) provided it has established and maintained a regular pattern of trading on an advertised schedule to load and unload at specified ports. Proof of such advertised schedule should be dated prior to date of shipment. 

5.  LIQIUDATED DAMAGES


In the event seller fails to effect delivery as per agreed delivery schedule the buyer is entitled to a rebate of US$ 1.00 PMT per day subject to a maximum of two 

weeks where after buyer will be free to rescind the contract and claim damages @ US$ 15 PMT for the undelivered quantity.  The damages are pre estimated and agreed between the parties and they cannot be assailed by the parties.  


  6.  DAMAGES


If the goods are not delivered within the contracted period of delivery, the seller shall be liable to pay to the Buyer on demand without any question whatsoever, damages on account of extra expenditure, loss of revenue or loss of Industrial production in the Buyer’s country and loss of other benefits to the buyer. The quantum of such damages will be determined at the sole discretion of Buyer.

7.  CANCELLATION OF CONTRACT:


If the seller fails to deliver the goods with in specified delivery period for reasons other than Force Majeure, the Buyer shall be entitled at his option to cancel the contract and recover the damages besides forfeiture of Performance Guarantee. The Buyer shall not be liable to any risks and costs whatsoever in consequences of such cancellation of the contract.
8. FORCE MAJEURE


If at any time during the continuance of this contract either party is unable to perform the whole or in part any obligation under this contract because of war, hostility, civil commotion, quarantine restrictions, act of God or act of Government (including but not restricted to prohibition of export or import), fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, strikes, then the date of fulfillment of any engagement shall be postponed during the time when such circumstances are operative.


Any waiver / extension of time in respect of the delivery of any installment or part of the goods shall not be deemed to be waiver / extension of time in respect of remaining deliveries. Timely delivery of goods is the essence of Contract.


If operation of such circumstances exceeds 30 days each party shall have the right to refuse further performance of the contract in which case neither party shall have the right to claim eventual damages.


The party, which is unable to fulfill its engagement under terms of this clause must within 30 days of occurrence of any of the causes mentioned in the clause, give notice to the other party of the existence or termination of the circumstances preventing the performance of the contract, duly endorsed by the appropriate authority / Chamber of Commerce in the country of the party giving notice.

9.  TAXES, DUTIES AND BANK CHARGES

All duties, levies, taxes, cess, etc. (including all port dues at load ports), bank charges, including foreign bank’s reimbursements commission and all other expenses outside India, shall be borne by seller. Port dues up to the point of delivery of cargo at discharge port shall be seller’s account. Bank charges for extension / amendment of Letter of Credit to be borne by the party responsible for occasioning   extension / amendment.   All taxes, wharf age and/or dues on vessel/Container freight shall be to the seller’s accounts.

10.  INSURANCE

a) The goods will be insured by the Buyer. The Seller shall, latest within 24 hours of saling of the vessel inform the GM (Sugar), NAFED Sidhartha Enclave, Ashram Chowk, New Delhi – 110014 and the Insurance Company nominated by the Buyer, the following details of the shipment/ dispatch:

i) Name of the Vessel

ii) Sailing/ departure date

iii) Port of Shipment /port of dispatch

iv) Invoiced quantity and value of goods, Bill of Lading(s)

v) ETA of vessel at Indian Port

b) This will be followed by airmail or courier advice accompanied by a copy of each of the related Invoices and Bills of Lading. Number of the open policy cover supplied to the Seller by the Buyer shall be quoted in the Commercial Invoice.

11.  DOCUMENTS CONSTITUTING CONTRACT


The invitation of Bids, the terms and conditions of Tender documents , Offer of the Bidder/ Supplier and Letter of Acceptance issued by the Buyer along with any amendment issued prior to signing of contract shall constitute the contract between the Buyer and the Seller.

12.   NO LIABILITY/OBLIGATION OF GOVT. OF INDIA UNDER THIS CONTRACT 

It is expressly understood and agreed by and between the Seller and NAFED that NAFED is entering into this agreement solely on its own behalf and not on behalf of any other person or entity. In particular, its is expressly understood and agreed that Govt. of India is not a party to this agreement and has no liabilities, obligations or right hereunder. It is expressly understood and agreed that NAFED is an independent legal entity with power and authority to enter into contracts, solely on its own behalf under the applicable laws of India and general principles of contract laws. The Seller expressly agrees, acknowledges and understands that NAFED is not an agent, representative or delegate of the Govt. of India. It is further understood and agreed that Govt. of India is not and shall not be liable for any acts, omission, commission, breaches or other wrongs arising out the contract. Accordingly, NAFED hereby expressly waives, releases, and foregoes any and all actions on claims including cross claims, imp leader claims or counter claims against the Govt. of India arising out of this contract and covenants not to sue the Govt. of India as to any manner, claim, causes of action or thing whatsoever arising out of or under this agreement.

13.  ARBITRATION

Any dispute or differences that may arise from time to time between the parties out of or relating to the construction meaning, operation, effect, or performance of this contract or breach thereof shall be settled amicably between the two contracting parties.  If the dispute cannot be resolved then the matter shall be settled by arbitration in accordance with the Indian Arbitration Act, 1996 Or any amended or substituted Act at New Delhi (India).
