SCOPE OF WORK

(FOR BULK CARGO)

1. CARGO CLEARANCE: Clearing documentation with Port-Trust and Customs authorities and necessary clearance from statutory bodies like PHO, PQ etc including filling & processing oversight discharge guarantee.
2. Loading from port sheds onto lorries for transportation to NAFED nominated godowns. (including “khamali” at all loading & unloading points).
3. Transportation: of bagged cargo from port warehouse to NAFED's

nominated godown in and around Kolkata and weighment thereby.

TENDER PRE-QUALIFICATION / PRE-REQUISITES :

CHA will have to guarantee following services specifically for handling bulk /break bulk  cargo as detailed below :

1. CHA will be required to clear consignment from the Customs within the free period allowed by the port authorities on receipt of original

shipping documents from NAFED.

2. CHA shall arrange for preparation of DD/Pay Order towards payment of various charges like shipping line charges, oversight discharge guarantee etc. promptly. NAFED shall arrange

for DD/Pay Order towards payment of statutory charges such as port dues (wharfage), PHO fee, plant quarantine fee, etc. immediately on receipt of detailed cost break-up from CHA. CHA to ensure submission of cost break-up within one working day after receipt of the original shipping documents from NAFED and to ensure timely collection of shipping documents and DD/Pay Order as and when called by NAFED.

3. In case clearance of goods is delayed beyond the free period granted by port authorities, penalty will be imposed on the CHA
In case, clearance of goods is delayed by more than 15 days, NAFED will

make alternative arrangements for clearance of goods from any other

CHA and all losses/costs incurred due to delay will be solely to CHA’s account in addition to the penalty mentioned as above.

4. CHA will have excellent working rapport with Customs and other port related ancillary agencies. All local correspondence & communication regarding clearance on NAFED’s behalf will be done by the CHA.

5. Co-ordinating with surveyor for their supervision.

6. The CHA shall complete the entire operation of filing of Bill of entry,

import permit and shall ensure the processing and passing of the same by the Customs, Port and any such authorities as may be necessary for

operation, from the receipt of shipment documents from NAFED which will be made available to CHA by NAFED immediately on receipt. The

documentation obligation on CHA shall include fulfillment of all such

formalities which are essential for operation and shall also include their

co-ordination and assistance in obtaining the import permit, as applied by NAFED, from concerned authorities for which any applicable fees shall be borne by NAFED.

7.  The CHA shall arrange for inspection by Customs authorities, PHO, PPQ and any other authorities concerned with the operation and obtain

necessary clearance from them at the earliest.

8. The validity of the quotation shall be for twenty working days from the date of opening of the quotations.

9. NAFED does not guarantee for any volume of work or any pattern of services at any time or through out the period of contract. The mere mention of any item of work in this document does not by itself confer a right on the CHA to demand that the work relating to all or any item thereof should necessarily or exclusively be entrusted to them.

10. No conditional quotation shall be accepted. NAFED reserves the right to accept and/or reject any or all quotations received without assigning any reason thereof.

11. NAFED reserves the right to add or delete any terms and conditions while finalization of agreement.

12. The CHA shall not sublet, transfer or assign the contract or any part

thereof.

13. The CHA, in advance, shall keep NAFED and nominated surveyor informed about the operations to enable them to depute their representatives.

14. In case the documents are not made available by NAFED in time for some reason, the CHA shall be filing the Bill of Entry and getting it passed by obtaining necessary PD Bonds executed and other required formalities completed. 

15.  The CHA shall be wholly responsible for the safety of the cargo as long as the cargo remains in their custody. The CHA will be responsible for the custody of the cargo till it is deposited in NAFED nominated warehouse and shall indemnify NAFED for the cost of cargo as determined by NAFED in case there occurs any qualitative and/ or quantitative loss of the cargo during the course of their  handling of the same.

16. CHA will ensure submission of detailed bill to NAFED towards Agency /Clearance, Transportation charges latest by 20th of the next

month following the month of clearance of goods duly supported by all

related documents.

17. NAFED will have the exclusive right to appoint one or more CHAs for any or all services mentioned herein at identical or different rates and to divide the work between such contractors in any manner and no claim shall be raised against NAFED on this account.

18. Any loss, damages and / or additional expenses to NAFED on account of the negligence of CHA shall be recovered from the CHA. The decision of quantum of penalty to be imposed on CHA on this account shall be decided by NAFED and it shall be final.

19. CHA will monitor the progress of all the operations being carried out on daily basis and give status report on day-to-day basis to NAFED.

20. Despatch of all kinds of cargo from the port area shall be done only after getting written instructions from NAFED and under the supervision of Surveyor & protecting CHA nominated by NAFED.

21. CHA should be well conversant with the customs rules and regulations,

various locations in the port as well as the working of the port.

22.Rate to be quoted on PER METRIC TON inclusive of all Taxes / Cess /Levies etc. separately for each type of operation only in the formats provided at Annexures. Any other expenses / costs which the bidder may envisage should be built-in the appropriate item in the provided format. No additional payment other then the ones mentioned in the formats will be made. The 
AGENT to submit EMD of Rs. 2,00,000/- (Rupees Two Lakhs Only) along with their price bid in the form of Demand Draft/Pay Order in favour “NAFED’’. The EMD shall be liable for forfeiture if the party after submitting their quotation resiles from his offer or modifies the terms and conditions thereof. The EMD will be returned to the unsuccessful parties within 5 working days from the date of opening of

quotations. No interest is payable on the EMD in any case. CHA shall submit BG of 5 % invoice value of Nationalised bank with NAFED to ensure fulfillment of all duties and obligations under the contract. NAFED will be entitled to encash the BG is CHA is unable to discharge its duties and obligations or violate any terms and conditions of the contract.
