WRITE UP OF OILSEED

          Commission for Agriculture Costs and Prices (CACP) recommends the Minimum Support Prices (MSP) of Oilseed every year to Govt. of India as found suitable. Based on the recommendations of CACP, Government of India declares the MSP and also declares suitable bonus over & above MSP.

NAFED is one of the Central Agencies for procurement of Pulses and Oilseeds under Price Support Scheme (PSS) and procurement of Pulses under Price Stabilization Fund (PSF) Scheme of Government of India.

Department of Agriculture, Cooperation and Farmers Welfare (DAC&FW), Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Government of India has issued guidelines for implementation of Price Support Scheme in respect of Oilseeds, Pulses and Cotton whereby some responsibilities including publicity of PSS operations, exemption of Mandi / State taxes, logistic arrangements including warehousing and transportation, making timely payment to farmers, finalization of incidental expenses and making arrangement for gunny bags, etc are assigned to the State Governments. 

Accordingly, if State Government anticipates that prices of oilseeds might rule below the declared MSP in their state, they are required to send their concurrence in regard to the responsibilities assigned to State Government alongwith proposal for commencement of procurement of oilseeds under PSS to DAC&FW.

As per the directions and approval of Department of Agriculture, Cooperation and Farmers Welfare, Nafed procured Sunflower Seeds in the states of Haryana & Odisha, Milling Copra in the states of Andhra Pradesh & Tamil Nadu, Ball Copra in the states of Karnataka & Tamil Nadu, Groundnut in state of Gujarat, Soybean in the State of Maharashtra under PSS during the year 2016. A total quantity of 222168.466 MTs net Oilseed valuing Rs. 946.71 Crores (Loose) were purchased under PSS during 2016-17. Statement showing the details of State wise procurement of Oilseed made by NAFED during the year 2016 is enclosed herewith at annexure – I.
