The arbitration proceedings shall be governed by the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 or any statutory amendments/modifications thereof for the time being in force, The Arbitration Proceedings shall be conducted by a Sole Arbitrator who shall be appointed with due process of law. AND

Ltd/ Public Ltd/ LLP / Partnership Firm under the provisions of Companies Act of 1956 or 2013, having its office at _________________________________________through Partner/Director /Managing Director Mr.________________________,S/o_____________________resident of ________________________________ duly authorized (hereinafter referred to as “Manufacturer” which expression shall unless otherwise repugnant to the context or meaning thereof include and always be deemed to include its successors and assignees) of the second part.

RECITALS

WHEREAS

A. NAFED is the apex level organization of Agricultural Marketing Cooperatives in India to organize, promote and develop marketing , processing and storage of agricultural, horticultural and forest produce, distribution of inputs and to undertake  inter- state and export of agricultural produce;

B. The Manufacturer being an authorized manufacturer of  Soil Testing  Mini Lab (STML) under the license obtained from Indian Council of Agricultural Research, Govt. of India, New Delhi (hereinafter referred to as ‘ICAR”) and Indian Agricultural Research Institute (hereinafter referred to as “IARI”)  Institute of soil Sciences, Bhopal (hereinafter referred to as “IISS”) or  any other institute under ICAR and price / rates are also fixed by any of these institution ,  has approached the NAFED to sell the STML through the marketing channel of the NAFED. 

C. AND Nafed while being agreed to the proposal of the Manufacturer allows the sale of   (STML) through its marketing channel subject to terms, conditions and limitations enumerated hereinafter, hence, parties hereby agreed to record terms and condition by way this agreement for the intended purpose.

NOW, THEREFORE, THIS AGREEMENT WITNESS AND IT IS HEREBY AGREED AND DECLARED BY AND BETWEEN THE PARTIES HERETO AS FOLLOWS: -  
1. That the Manufacturer will supply the Soil Testing Mini Lab as per the quality specifications, parameters and norms approved and laid down  by ICAR-Indian Council of Agricultural Research, Govt. of India , New Delhi and Indian Institute of soil Sciences (IISS) Bhopal Indian Agricultural Research Institute (IARI)or any other institute under ICAR to intending Purchaser/ Govt. Institutions. The prices will be inclusive of freight, insurance charges plus GST as applicable.
2. That the responsibility of installation of Mini Lab and providing demonstration and training thereof to the Intending Purchaser will rest with the Intending Manufacturer and Nafed shall not be responsible for any action or responsibility in that behalf in any manner. Any or all the condition of the Purchaser shall be complied with in letter and spirit by the Intending Manufacturer.
3. That the Manufacturer shall ensure that the Mini Lab possess the analyzing capacity of 3000 samples per annum which can test all  12 & above mandatory parameters  namely pH, EC, OC, N, P,K,S, Zn, Fe, B, Mn & CU as per the operational guidelines of soil health management scheme under mission for sustainable agriculture.

4.
Manufacturer will supply the Mini Labs, refills, Accessories and Spare Parts on CIF basis on the following terms and conditions.

a)
It shall be incumbent upon the Manufacturer to procure supply orders in favours of NAFED and ensure timely delivery & installation of Mini Lab strictly as per quality specifications and other parameters contained in supply order and norms approved by ICAR/IARI/IISS Bhopal to the intending purchasers/Govt. Institutions.
b)    Manufacturer will raise bills on NAFED for the supplies made to various purchaser institutions at the rates fixed by ICAR after adding applicable VAT/CST. It shall be incumbent upon the Manufacturer to obtain delivery Challans from NAFED for supply of Mini Lab, refills, accessories & spare parts as per their purchase order.

c)
On receipt of original acknowledgement from purchaser, NAFED will raise sales bill to purchaser after adding 3% administrative charges and applicable GST on bills so raised by the Intending Manufacturer. It will be the duty and responsibility of Manufacturer that Mini Lab so supplied is passed by the authorities of the purchaser institutions and will provide a certificate to this effect to NAFED that Mini Lab supplied/installed has been accepted as per quality and quantity norms and terms of supply order of the purchaser institution.

After arranging delivery/installation of Mini Lab as per terms and conditions of the order, on receipt of acknowledgement & certificate, NAFED will raise sale bill to purchase institutions. Manufacturer will arrange the delivery of sale invoice of NAFED to the institutions and will be responsible for collection of payments in favour of NAFED from the institutions within the stipulated period as per the terms of purchase order.

It shall be incumbent upon the Manufacturer to solely and wholly take the  responsibility to maintain the quality of the supplied product as per the specification of the ICAR, New Delhi , IARI  and IISS – Bhopal or any other institution under ICAR and any complaint/grievances in respect of quality specification  of the supplied products from the Intending Purchaser, the Manufacturer shall address all grievances of the Intending Purchaser and in no case NAFED shall be responsible or liable for any deficiency  in services as  well as products supplied by the Manufacturer
g)
After receiving payment from the purchaser institution against the satisfactory supply/installation of the Lab, NAFED will release the amount of the bill raised to manufacturer after deducting administrative charges and deductions, if any imposed by the institution on any account. Advance payment will not be release to manufacturer in any case.
h)
Manufacturer will be solely and wholly responsible for maintaining the quality of the product/as per the specification of the ICAR, New Delhi and IISS- Bhopal and any complaint regarding quality specification from the indenting purchaser institution organization/party will be replaced/indemnified by Manufacturer to the said party and in no case NAFED shall be responsible or liable in any manner whatsoever for any deficiency caused by Manufacturer.

i)
In the event of any quantity/quality complaint from any of the purchaser institution etc. to whom supply is effected, it shall be the sole and whole responsibility of Manufacturer only. In case of any loss or liability is caused to NAFED on this account, the same shall be indemnified by Manufacturer to NAFED.

j)
Manufacturer shall abide by and responsible to follow all prevailing Local and State Laws or any other laws, rules or regulations relating to production, quality control, standards, weight & measures, marketing, etc including Legal Metrology Act 2009, and in no way NAFED will be held responsible on this account.

k)
In case of Interstate sales against “C Form”, NAFED shall retain the amount of liability against “C Form” till the time Sales Tax Assessment of that particular year is over.

l)
It shall be incumbent upon the Manufacturer to abide by all prevailing Local and State Laws or any other Laws, rules or regulations relating to production, quality control, standards, weight & measures, marketing etc including legal Metrology Act, 2009 and in no way NAFED will be held responsible on this account.

5.
In case the payment of a bill of NAFED is released by the purchaser institutions to NAFED in installments the entire charges of NAFED shall be recovered from the first payment to be released to Manufacturer.

6.
That after receiving payment from the Purchaser Institution against satisfactory supply & installation certificate of the Mini Lab/ Soil Testing Kit, NAFED will release the payment to the supplier after deducting administrative charges, GST and deductions, if any, imposed by the Purchasing Institution on any account. 

7.
That Manufacturer will not submit any tender/quotations on NAFED’s behalf. The tenders/ Quotations shall be submitted by the respective branches of NAFED duly signed by the Incharge or other officer authorised by him/her only.

8.
That in case of delay in receipt of sales proceeds from the Purchaser, the liability on account of timely deposit of GST by NAFED shall be met by the Manufacturer and if any such liability of GST is imposed upon Nafed, same shall be borne by the Manufacturer.

9.
Manufacturer will deposit tender/Earnest money/ security amount with NAFED, if any, required by the institutions to be deposited before getting tender/order by NAFED. NAFED will in turn deposit the required earnest money/security amount with the institution. The same shall be returned to Manufacturer only after the same is received back from the purchaser institution or after getting full payment from the purchaser institution against supplies made by the Manufacturer against Tender/quote.

6.
NAFED will inform/ correspond with all the concerned officers of all the departments of Government of India and State Government about the registration of above said product with price along with necessary technical information, whenever request is received from Manufacturer or from any other department.

7.
If required, Manufacturer will arrange for a tripartite agreement between NAFED, State Govt./other Institutions and MANUFACTURER for supply of Mini Lab. In case the State Govt/Institutions do not agree for the same, the terms and conditions stipulated in the purchase order in favour of NAFED will be applicable to Manufacturer.

8.
Manufacturer shall be responsible for providing after sales service i.e. replacement/serving of Mini Lab during the tenure of One Year Warranty Period from the date of Installation of the Lab and the complaint be attended promptly to the entire satisfaction of the purchaser Institution/ultimate buyer. If necessary, Manufacturer will replace such items or lift back the stock to the satisfaction of the buyers/ Purchaser Institutions. Any loss to NAFED or the buyers in such transaction would be recovered from Manufacturer from the payments due to Manufacturer by NAFED. In case Manufacturer resiles from the execution of the order as per agreed terms, NAFED shall be free to procure the goods/items from other sources at the risk and cost of Manufacturer. In case of any default, Manufacturer would be black listed with such information conveyed to ICAR and IISS and arrangements with them shall cancelled at their risk and cost of Manufacturer.

It will be the entire responsibility of MANUFACTURER to maintain the image and reputation of NAFED in all ways and in the event of any damage to NAFED the arrangement with MANUFACTURER shall be liable to be cancelled/terminal immediately in which cases, MANUFACTURER will indemnify NAFED to such amount as determined by the Managing Director, NAFED.

The above arrangement is valid for one year from the date of MOU/registration and on the expiry of the said period; the arrangement would be reviewed and could be extended further on the mutually agreed terms and conditions. The supplier if interested for extension of registration will submit an application to NAFED one month before the expire date.

That this agreement can be terminated by either party by giving a prior written notice of two months by registered post with A.D.and the final account settlement will be done by NAFED to MANUFACTURER only after receiving the entire payment from the purchasing institutions to whom supply of Mini Lab has been effected and after expiry of warranty period of the last supply of Mini Lab whichever is later.

18.
That in the event of breach of any terms and conditions of this agreement, the NAFED reserves the right to terminate this agreement by giving a notice of one month’s time only to MANUFACTURER.

19.
That the Manufacturer hereby agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless  Nafed and its officers, employees and agents from and against all demands, claims, actions or causes of action, assessments, losses, damages, liabilities, costs and expenses including, without limitation, interest penalties and legal fee/expenditure and expenses”.

20.
That it shall be incumbent upon the Manufacturer to deposit Rs.50,00,000.00         ( Rs. Fifty Lakh Only) with NAFED as an interest free security by way of Bank Guarantee or any other convenient mode acceptable to Nafed which will  be return  to them after the expiry of warrantee period of last supplies as well as on receipt of payment against all supplies or upon termination of this agreement by mutual agreement in writing.

21.
That in the event of breach of any terms and conditions of this agreement, the NAFED reserves the right to unilaterally terminate this agreement with immediate without any notice to Manufacturer.

22. General Provisions:
a. Governing Laws: This agreement will be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the republic of India without giving effects to the principles of conflicts of laws.  Both parties agreed to submit the jurisdiction at New Delhi and further agreed that any cause of action arising under this agreement may be brought in a court at New Delhi.

b. Further Assurances: The parties hereto shall cooperate with each other, both during and after the term of this agreement, and to execute, when requested, any other document deemed necessary or appropriate by parties hereto to carry out the purpose of this agreement.
c. Severability: If any provision of this agreement is held to be invalid or enforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions will continue in full force without being impaired or invalidated in any way.  The parties hereto agree to replace any invalid provision with a valid provision which most closely approximates the intent and economic effect of the invalid provision.
d. Waiver: No term or provision of this agreement shall be deemed waived and no breach excused unless such waiver or consent is in writing and signed by the party claimed to have waived or consented.  A waiver by either of the parties of any of the covenants, condition or agreements to be performed by the other herein under shall not be construed to be a waiver of any succeeding breach thereof.
e. No Assignment: Neither party may assign or transfer its rights or obligations under this agreement without the prior written consent of the other party, and any assignment or transfer in derogations of the foregoing shall be null and void, provided, that either party shall have the right to assign the agreement, without the prior written consent of the party, to the successor entity in the event of merger, corporate re-organization or sale of all or substantially all of its assets.  The terms of this agreement shall be binding upon such assignees.
f. Notice: Any notices required or permitted herein under shall be given to the appropriate party at the address specifies herein or as such other address as the party shall specify in writing.  Such notice shall be deemed given: upon personal delivery; if sent by the facsimile, upon confirmation of receipt; or if sent by certified by or registered mail postage etc.7 days after the date of mailing.
g. Entire Agreement: This agreement together all annexure, specifications and other attachments which are incorporated herein by reference, is the sole and entire agreement between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof.  This agreement supersedes all prior understandings, agreements and documentation relating to such subject matter.  No supplement, modification or amendments of this agreement shall be binding unless executed in writing by both parties in this agreement.  In the event of conflict of provisions of the main body of the agreement and attached annexure, specification or other materials, this agreement shall take precedence.
h. Legal expenses and Attorney fee: In the event of any litigation court proceeding relating to the subject matter of this agreement either solely between the parties hereto, or with any third party, the Manufacturer shall reimburse Nafed for all reasonable legal expenses, attorney fees and costs resulting there from. 
i. Place of execution of agreement: The execution of this agreement will be completed only its execution by the Nafed through its authorized signatory at the registered office at New Delhi after the copies duly executed by the MANUFACTURER is received by Nafed.  Hence, this agreement shall be deemed to have been executed at New Delhi even if the MANUFACTURER has prior thereto executed this agreement at any place(s) other than New Delhi.
23. Applicable Law Jurisdiction and Dispute Resolution: 
a. This Agreement shall be constituted and the legal relation between the parties hereto shall be determined and governed according to the laws of Republic of India and only courts at Delhi and the High Court at Delhi shall have the jurisdiction in all matters arising out of /touching and/or concerning this agreement and parties to this agreement agree to irrevocably submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of those courts for purposes of any such proceeding.  The aforementioned exclusive and irrevocable jurisdictions of aforesaid courts are irrespective of place of occurrence of any cause of action pertaining to any dispute between the parties.
b. All or any disputes arising out or touching upon or in relation to the terms of this agreement including the interpretation and validity of the terms thereof and the respective rights and obligations of the parties shall be settled amicably by mutual discussion failing which the same shall be settled through arbitration.  The arbitration proceedings shall be governed by the Arbitration and Conciliation Act of 1996(as amended up to date) or any statutory amendments/modifications thereof for the time being in force r/w relevant provisions of Multi State Co-operative Societies Act of 2002.  The venue of the arbitration shall be at New Delhi India and language of arbitration shall be English.
24. FORCE MAJEURE
a)
If at any time during the existence of this Agreement either party is unable to perform in whole or in part any obligations under this Agreement because of war, hostility, military operations, civil commotion, sabotage, quarantine, restrictions, acts of God and acts of Government (including but not restricted to prohibitions of exports and imports), fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, strikes or any other labour trouble, embargoes, then the date of fulfillment of any obligations engagement shall be postponed during the time when such circumstances are operative. Any waiver/extension of time in respect of the delivery of any installment or part of the goods shall not be deemed to be waiver/extension of time in respect of the remainingdeliveries.

b)
If the operation of such circumstances exceeds three months either party will have the right to refuse further performance of the Agreement in which case neither party shall have the right to claim eventual damages.

c)
The party which is unable to fulfill its obligations under the present contract must within 15 days of the occurrence of any of the causes mentioned in this clause shall inform the other party of the existence or termination of the circumstances preventing the performance of the contract. Certificate issued by the Chamber of Commerce or any other competent authority connected with the case in the country of sellers or the buyers shall be sufficient proof of the existence of the above circumstances and their duration. Non- availability of raw material will not be an excuse to the sellers for not performing their obligation under the Agreement.

25. GOVERNING LAW AND ARBITRATION
a. The parties agree that the validity, operation, and performance of this Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Republic of India, and the parties do expressly and irrevocably attorn to the jurisdiction of courts at Delhi and High Court of Delhi with respect to any matter or claim, suit, action or proceeding arising under or related to this Agreement.  To the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, Technical Partner waives and agrees not to assert, as a defense or otherwise, (i) any claim that it is not subject to the jurisdiction (in personam or otherwise) of any such court, (ii) any objection that it may now or hereafter have to the laying of venue in any such court, or (iii) any claim that any action, suit or proceeding has been brought in an inconvenient forum. 

b. Any dispute concerning the subject matter of this Agreement, or the breach, termination or validity thereof (a “Dispute”) will be settled exclusively in accordance with the procedures set forth herein.  The party seeking resolution of a Dispute will first give notice in writing of the Dispute to the other party, setting forth the nature of the Dispute and a concise statement of the issues to be resolved.  If the Dispute has not been resolved through good faith efforts and negotiations of senior officers or representatives of the parties within thirty (30) days of receipt by the relevant party of the notice of Dispute, such notice will be deemed to be a notice of arbitration and the parties agree to submit the Dispute to a single arbitrator mutually agreeable to both parties.  In the event that the parties cannot agree on a sole arbitrator, the arbitrator will be appointed in terms of the Arbitration & Conciliation act of 1996 (as amended up-to-date).  The arbitration proceedings shall be governed by the Arbitration and Conciliation Act of 1996(as amended up to date) or any statutory amendments/modifications thereof for the time being in force r/w relevant provisions of Multi-State Co-operative Societies Act of 2002.  The venue and seat of the arbitration shall be at New Delhi India and the language of the arbitration shall be English.
8. Termination.
10.1 Termination for breach: If either of the party is in breach of this Service Agreement, written notice will be provided to the defaulting party alleged to be in breach requiring that party to remedy the breach within 30 days of receiving the notice. If the breach is not satisfactorily remedied within 30 working days, the party who gave notice may immediately terminate the service agreement by giving written notice.
10.2 Termination by NAFED: The service agreement can be terminated immediately, if the Manufacturer:
a) becomes insolvent
b) becomes bankrupt or incapacitated for more than 30 days
c) has a change in control (being a change in any person who directly or indirectly exercises control over the Manufacturer) which the NAFED reasonably believe would affect the Manufacturer s ability to comply with the service agreement commits a serious or material breach of the service agreement which is not capable of remedy. 
d) behaves in a way that the NAFED considers maybe contrary to prevailing community standards, or maybe regarded by the public as unacceptable, or maybe detrimental to the reputation of NAFED, if it is continued association with the Manufacturer.
e)  breaches an essential term of the Service Agreement.
f) The breaches as above on the part of Manufacturer will attract liquidated damages to NAFED to the extent of losses/damages suffered by NAFED.
However, NAFED reserves the right to recall or terminate the arrangement before the contract period without assigning any reason whatsoever.
26.  Execution Clause
