A. Eligibility for participation and award of contract 

1. The Bidder should have either owned or leased milling facility, complying all Statutory requirements. In the eventuality of leased milling unit, the lease agreement must be registered and valid for at least 12 months from the date of submission of eligibility documents of the e-tender. The bidder should provide the self attested copy of the relevant documents.

2. The bidders having legally registered lease agreement, executed in compliance with the Andhra Pradesh Registration and Stamps Act, and entered before the tender publication date, will be considered eligible.

3. The bidder should have valid FSSAI license to trade & supply all commodities mentioned in Annexure A.  Bidder must provide valid FSSAI license as supporting document. The Interested bidder should possess quality certifications of AGMARK & FSSAI. Self attested copy of the same shall be provided.
4. The concerned bidder must be able to arrange supplies of Multigrain atta and Palmolein Oil to respective designated delivery locations as per instructions of the State Department. Undertaking for the same should be provided by the concerned bidder.

5. Bidders should submit self-attested copy of audited balance sheet and profit & loss account for last three financial years. 

6. Bidders should also submit self-attested copy of ITR for last three financial years.

7. Copy of Memorandum and Articles of Association of company/ partnership deed for partnership firm/ Bye-Laws and registration certificate for cooperative/Proprietorship needs to be submitted 

8. The bidder should have PAN & Andhra Pradesh GST registration and need to provide copies of the same. Only bidder/bidders located in Andhra Pradesh and registered under APGST are eligible to participate.

9. Net Worth of the bidder(s) should be in positive for average of Rs. 5 crores during the preceding 3 FYs i.e., 2021-22, 2022-23 and 2023-24, for which bidder shall require to submit a certificate from Chartered Accountant.
10. Interested bidder shall submit Undertaking for Non-compete clause K of this contract on letterhead of firm duly stamped & signed (Format attached as Annexure-F of this contract).
11. Bidder should have supplied at least 2000 MT of Red gram Dall, 1000 KL edible oil and 100 MT of Atta to any State/Central Govt institutions / Multi-state cooperatives till financial year 2024-25. Award letters / Work Orders / Invoices, experience certificate etc., to be submitted as proof along with Technical bid. Self-Declaration on the letter head and CA certificate also to be submitted in this regard along with Technical bid. In case of leased milling unit, the bidder should submit valid lease agreement along with Technical Bid with a minimum validity of 12 months from the date of submission of Tender.
12. The bidder/bidders must have successfully executed supply and delivery of the Red Gram Dal to at least 10,000 delivery points within any one year of the five Financial Years (2020-21 to 2024-25) in any state.
13. The bidder should submit Bank Solvency Certificate of at least Rs. 50 Crore along with Technical Bid, issued prior to tender publication date.
14. The bidder’s mill shall possess production capacity of at least 30 MT per day in case of Red Gram Dal.
15. Financial Turnover of Rs. 40 Crore in at least one of the last three Financial Year for their established unit in Andhra Pradesh. Also, the bidder should have achieved a minimum average annual turnover equal to at least 50% of the estimated tender value in any one of the last three financial years. Self-Declaration on the letter head and CA certificate to be submitted in this regard along with Technical bid.

DECLARATIONS AND UNDERTAKINGS:

1. It shall be incumbent upon all applicants/intending bidders to submit following declarations on the letter head of their entity(ies) while submitting their applications:

a) The intending bidder(s)/applicant(s) is/are/was/were neither in litigation with Nafed at any point of time regarding any business and trade activity of Nafed nor was/were it/they ever blacklisted by Nafed on account of such litigation(s) or otherwise.
b) Any of the present and past directors/ proprietor/ partners/ promoters etc of intending bidder(s)/applicant(s) was/were or is/are not part of such other and separate entity(ies) which was/were/ is/are in litigation with Nafed in present or past or/and such other entity (ies) has/have/had ever been blacklisted by Nafed in the past for any reason.
2. If intending bidder(s)/applicant(s) is/are/was/were  in  litigation(s)  with  Nafed  in present/past, it shall be incumbent upon such bidder(s)/applicant(s) to furnish the details of such litigation(s) and consequent blacklisting, if any, on the letter head of the entity (ies). In such scenario, the declaration as mandated above at (a&b) shall not be required.

3. If any of the applicant(s) /intending bidder(s) or their promoters are found  involved in litigation(s) with Nafed whether in past and present or they have/had been blacklisted by Nafed or/and any of the promoters of intending applicant(s)/bidder(s) was/were part of the management of such other and separate entity(ies) which was/were/ is/are in litigation(s) with Nafed in present or past or/and such other entity (ies) has/have/had ever been blacklisted by Nafed in the past for any reason, Nafed shall have sole discretion to decide on the selection of such applicant(s)/bidder(s) even if such applicant(s)/bidder(s) fulfilling eligibility criteria and Nafed's decision either to select or reject such applicants/bidders shall be final and binding and no further communication/grievance against such decision shall be entertained in this regard."

No password is required for technical documents. Financial bids of only the technically qualified bidders will be opened. Financial bids should be in a password protected PDF file
· Before opening of financial bid, any participants may be asked further for submission of additional / required documents through email and these documents shall be required to submit by the bidder separately through email within given time period.
B. Scope of work 

1. The selected bidder shall be responsible for supplying the tendered commodities as per Delivery instruction of NAFED to the designated delivery locations to the bidder, as per technical specifications specified in Annexure B of this tender document, pack them as per the specification & conditions given and deliver to doorsteps of the Anganwadis in the urban  and rural areas/hill top tribal areas, within the time limit as specified in work order/tender conditions. The delivery locations may vary as per the schedule of the State Govt.
2. Quality parameters of food items to be delivered

a. Please refer the Quality Specification (Annexure B) for all the concerned commodities as detailed in the e-tender. Besides, shelf life of each supplied items must be as per FSSAI / BIS norms. 

3. Packaging & labeling 

a. All the food items will be packed in primary packaging of 1 Kg. In case of oil, it shall be packed in primary packaging of 1 KL or any other packing size as directed by NAFED/State department. The primary packaging will be in pouches for all food items and must adhere to FSSAI specifications and standards.

b. The pack design may be provided by the State Government. The name of the supplier, FSSAI number, month of packing will be printed on every pouch supplied by the bidder.

c. Packed food items of specified quantities per beneficiary for every scheme shall be packed in sealed packs as per FSSAI Specification and standards in transparent plastic bag separately. The bidder has to provide all packed items in single packet of new PP woven bags.

4. Assaying & Testing

a. Successful bidder must ensure to get quality certificate for every batch of food item delivered from NABL accredited laboratories before dispatch of the stock. The test report should be enclosed along with dispatch documents. Bidder must report dispatch date of each batch its delivery location and quantity to Nafed Branch office. 

b. Before commencing the dispatch of the pulses, bidder shall provide reference samples of every batch of the pulses, along with lab report from any NABL accredited lab to the State Government as well as district level officer appointed by the State Government across every district allotted to bidder. The district level officer may send the reference sample for further testing. The reference sample may also be used by the district officials for physical inspection of the food items supplied to the delivery centers.

c. If a sample of food items fails in laboratory testing at any stage, then payment of that lot supplied will not be made.

d. Bidder shall provide the information and details of packaging locations to concerned NAFED branch and the same shall be communicated to State Government by NAFED. Accordingly, random inspections visits can be planned by officials of NAFED and/or State Government and/or Third Party surveyor appointed by NAFED on timely basis for quality check.
e. The bidder will be solely be responsible for consequences for any violation of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2011 and connected rules.

5. Delivery process

a. The bidder shall arrange for sufficient storage infrastructure for the purpose of stocking food items and onward distribution. 

b. The bidder shall prepare block-wise distribution plans for every district level godown. 

c. In rural and urban areas, the food items will have to delivered at doorsteps of the anganwadis in the district. 

d. The bidder should supply Multigrain Atta to door step of Anganwadi Centres located hill top areas in tribal pockets in the state.
e. Bidder will coordinate with district/ block level officials of the department and prepare list of anganwadis to be covered, expected date of supply so that the anganwadis are prepared to take the supplies from the bidder.

f. The bidder shall maintain record of every truck dispatched for distribution including picture of the truck (with number plate). The truck-wise records may be inspected by the district level officer appointed by the State Government.

g. Bidder must provide weekly progress report to Nafed.

6. Documentation & invoicing

a. The bidder will get 4 computer generated Delivery Challans (format of Challan must be pre-approved by Nafed) with the Sr. No. on it. Out of these Delivery Challans the one receipt will be given to anaganwadi official at the time of supply, with mention of quantity, along with signature of designated authority which accepts the supply. One copy of the Delivery Challans will be submitted by the bidder to the block level officer and one copy will be submitted to the district level officer of the authority. One copy of the receipt will remain with the bidder and duly acknowledged copy of it to be submitted to NAFED.

b. The name of the anganwadi delivery center, date of supply, date of supply order, batch number, vehicle no. will be on the receipt.

c. The invoicing mechanism will be communicated by NAFED Hyderabad branch to successful bidders.

7. Transit Risk

The bidder is bound to send the materials at the prescribed locations as stated in the Supply/ Work order issued to the bidder at his own risk and cost. The transportation cost and the transits risk are to be borne by Bidder.

8. NAFED/ State authorities will not take any responsibility of refund of taxes/fees and in case of disputes between taxing authority and the contractor, NAFED and the State Government shall be indemnified by the bidder. Any violation, in the legal provisions of taxes, duties, permits and fees, carried out by the bidder and detected subsequently shall be the sole responsibility of the bidder and his legal heirs.

9. Further NAFED and State Government shall not honor any claim arising out of any increase in any of the prevailing statutory duties, taxes, levies etc. At the time of quoting /bidding bidder should bear the above fact in mind.

10. The bidder shall directly obtain all licenses, permits, clearance from local authorities etc. required for the execution of the Services. The bidder shall ensure that all drivers employed for transportation of the Materials shall have valid driving licenses and the vehicles have appropriate fitness certificates for operation of the vehicles.

11. Tolerance Clause
14.1 NAFED reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity (+/-25%) at the same terms, conditions and rates as required by State Government. 
14.2 NAFED may offer to extend the order quantity on same T&C beyond 25% subject to consent of the bidder. In such eventuality, the location of raw material may be changed which will be informed to the supplier in advance so as to get prior consent from the supplier. 
C. Submission of bids

The contact details (Mobile Number) of the authorized person should be included in the email body while submitting the financial bid in password protected PDF file. On the date of financial bid opening (21.07.2025, 2:00 PM onwards), the authorized person will be contacted over phone to provide the password by the Constituted Committee.
2. The bid should consist of 2 parts: 
i. Technical Bid, carrying all documents in support of his eligibility as per clause A of this tender document and proof of payment of EMD through Bank Transfer, mentioning UTR No, date of deposit and amount. No password is required for technical documents. 

ii. Financial Bid, should be submitted in password protected PDF file. The contact details (Mobile Number) of the person authorized to possess the password of the bid file should be mentioned in the body of the email communication sent for submission of the bids.

3. Bidding parameter- The Financial bid will include
a. Cost of procurement, processing, packaging, transportation, unloading in Rs. per Kg of Red gram dal and Multigrain Atta& Rs. per L for Palmolein Oil delivered upto designated delivery points given by the department.

b. Any other expense as per terms and condition

c. All duties and taxes including GST, works contract tax, local taxes, income tax and any other tax/levies as required by law.

d. Managing storage infrastructure, managing & arranging for transportation and dispatch at anganwadi doorstep/hill top tribal area as per the delivery schedule.
e. The quantity and prices quoted by Bidder shall be valid for the original contract period (tentatively one year) as well as during extension period (as per discretion of NAFED/ State Government) and for any increase or decreasing quantity.

f. The successful bidder shall be required to provide item-wise rates quoted as per the format in Annexure-C.

g. The rate quoted by the Bidder shall be the same for all locations for which it is submitted.

h. All prices and rates quoted by the bidder shall be entirely in Indian Rupees only. All the payments shall be made in Indian Rupees only.

i. The L1 bidder shall be arrived on the composite rate quoted by the bidder for all the three commodities as a whole.

4. Financial bid of only technically qualified parties/ bidders will be opened.

5. The financial bid will be opened on 21-07-2025 at 2:00 PM by the Branch Level Committee at Nafed Hyderabad branch.
6. NAFED shall not be responsible for any mistake done by the bidder in quoting the bids during the time of e-tender. In case of punching the wrong bid, an amount @25% of EMD amount will be retained by NAFED and balance will be released to party.
7. NAFED reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bid(s) without assigning any reason thereof. 

8. The winning bid will remain valid for 30 calendar days from date of bid submission or acceptance of rate by the state department whichever is later. 

D. Order quantity

1. The order quantity mentioned in this contract note is the tentative monthly requirement. The final order quantity will be as per the order received from the State Government and will be communicated to the bidder at the time of the award of the contract.

2. The State Government may exclude any of the food items for any particular period of the supply at its sole discretion.

3. NAFED reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity +/-25% at the same terms, conditions and rates as required by State Government. In such eventuality, the location of raw material may be changed which will be informed to the supplier in advance so as to get prior consent from the supplier
E. EMD and Security Deposit 

1. The bidders shall be required to deposit requisite EMD before participation in the bidding process. EMD (without any interest) of the unsuccessful bidders of the contract, including those whose bids are not accepted due to non-fulfillment or not meeting the additional eligibility criteria attached to the bid, shall be returned on finalization of the tender or within 30 days whichever is later.
2. The EMD shall be submitted to Nafed Hyderabad branch  in bank account as mentioned below before 12: 00 PM on 21.07.2025

3. The details of the same shall be shared with NAFED Hyderabad branch email id -nafhyd@nafed-india.com.
4. EMD of the unsuccessful bidders shall be refunded preferably within 5 bank working days from the date of e-tender.

5. In the event e-tender is rejected by NAFED, the EMD of all the bidders shall be refunded preferably within 5 bank working days from the date of rejection of e-tender. 
6. Upon award of contract, successful bidder shall have to submit security deposit within 05 bank working days. 
7. The successful bidder will have to submit security deposit either in form of Bank Guarantee (in favour of NAFED) from any scheduled bank/nationalized bank or through NEFT/RTGS to NAFED. The security deposit must be submitted to NAFED in original within 05 bank working days of acceptance & approval of bid for the contract to the successful bidder. 

8. If successful bidder fails to deposit SD amount within given time period, EMD deposited by the successful bidder at the time of bidding, may be forfeited by NAFED without giving any written notice. In such eventuality, NAFED reserves the right to cancel/ reject the bids at the cost and risk of the successful bidder.
9. The security deposit of the successful bidder shall be forfeited by NAFED without giving any written notice under following circumstances:

a. Non-completion of the contract by the successful bidder (either fully or partially).
b. Non-payment of penalty charges, penal storage rent or any other dues to State Government and/or NAFED.

10. The EMD and SD deposited by the successful bidder shall carry no interest and refunded to the successful bidder after successful completion of deliveries and receipt of payments from the concerned government department to NAFED. Penalties/ deduction, if any deducted by the government department shall be recovered from the successful bidder.
F. Penalty clauses 
1.1. The bidder will be liable for the penalty as imposed by Government Department, Andhra Pradesh for delay in supplies by the bidder.
1.2. Default in supplies either wholly or partly, post extended delivery period, on account of quality or quantity or delay in supply may result into cancellation of the contract and undelivered quantity may be sourced from other sources at risk and cost of the bidder.
1.3. In the event of stock rejection at the supply depot, the Bidder will replace the rejected supplies at its own cost within 3 calendar days. The replacement supplies will undergo assaying and if the same are found to be not conforming to specified quality parameters then such stocks will also be rejected. If again the bidder fails to replace the rejected stock within 3 calendar days, contract will be cancelled, and SD may be forfeited.

1.4. In case the batch-wise sample collected by NAFED fails in quality testing but accepted by Government Department, Andhra Pradesh, penalty @1% of the supply value of the batch will be deducted by NAFED at the time of settlement of bills.

Payment terms

1. Upon receiving supply order with designated location wise for supply of Material packets, the bidder shall supply such items accordingly as per the delivery period.
2. The bidder shall raise commodity wise/block-wise invoice after completion of delivery to all delivery centers of the block. The invoice will be submitted by the bidder to NAFED which will be further submitted by the bidder on behalf of NAFED to the district level official of the department and will be accompanied by one copy of the receipt as proof of delivery. Alternatively, NAFED may submit Invoice to the State Government.
3. It is hereby agreed and accepted between the parties that, the payment will be released to successful bidder after receiving the payment from Government Department, Andhra Pradesh, a charge equal to quantity of commodity delivered to Government Department, Andhra Pradesh multiplied by the supply rate quoted as per the bid offered by the successful bidder in the tender
4. The payment to be made to the bidder shall be based on actual quantity received by the State Government as reported to the NAFED by the State Government. 
5. Any payment deduction made by State Government, for any reason, against the supply will be borne by the bidder.

6. NAFED shall make the payment to the bidder preferably within 15 days of receiving the payment from the State Government. Payment shall be released to the supplier after recovery of losses, cost, penalty etc, if any. 
7. If the delay occurs in settling/payments of bills due to un-avoided circumstances or reasons no extra interest on payments will be given.

8. NAFED shall not be responsible and cannot be held liable for any delay or non-availability of grants with State Government which may cause any delay in payment from the State Government to NAFED for the supplies made.
G. Acceptance of terms and conditions 

1. By submitting the EMD, the bidder confirms that the bidder has read and agrees to all the terms and conditions mentioned in this contract along with all the corrigendum / addendum if any. 

2. The successful bidder shall submit a stamped and signed copy of this document in original along with the Security Deposit to the State Head of the concerned branch of NAFED.

H. Other Terms & Condition

In the event of conflict of provisions of the main body of the contract and attached annexure, specification or other materials, this contract shall take precedence.

Q. Applicable Law, Jurisdiction and Dispute Resolution: 

1. d) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s) of foreign origin shall disclose the name and address of the Agents/representatives in India, if any. Similarly the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) of Indian Nationality shall furnish the name and address of the foreign principals, if any. Further details of Indian Agents of Foreign Millers shall be disclosed by the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendors. Further, all the payments made to the Indian agent/representative have to be in Indian Rupees only.

Article: 5 – Previous transgression

1. The Bidder declares that no previous transgressions occurred in the last three years with any other firm/Company/organization in any country conforming to the anti-corruption approach or with any Public Sector Enterprise in India that could justify its exclusion from the tender process.

2. If the Bidder makes incorrect statement on this subject, he can be disqualified from the tender process or action can be taken as per the procedure mentioned in “Guidelines on Banking of business dealings”.

Article: 6-Equal treatment of all Bidders / Contractors /Subcontractors

1. In case of Sub-contracting, the Principal Contractor shall take the responsibility of the adoption of Integrity Pact by the Subcontractor.
2. The principal will enter into agreements with identical conditions as this one with all Bidders and Contractors.
3. The Principal will disqualify from the tender process all bidders who do not sign this Pact or violate its provisions.
Article: 7 - Criminal charges against violating Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) / Subcontractor(s) If the Principal obtains knowledge of conduct of a Bidder, Contractor or subcontractor, or if an employee or a representative or an associate of a Bidder, Contractor or Subcontractor which constitutes corruption, or if the Principal has substantive suspicion in this regard, the Principal will inform the same to the Chief Vigilance Officer.

Article: 8 - Independent External Monitor

1. The Principal appoints competent and credible Independent External Monitor for this Pact after approval by Central Vigilance Commission. The task of the Monitor is to review independently and objectively, whether and to what extent the parties comply with the obligations under this Integrity Pact.

2. The Monitor is not subject to instructions by the representatives of the parties and performs his/her functions neutrally and independently. The Monitor would have access to all Contract documents, whenever required. It will be obligatory to him /her to treat the information and documents of the Bidders / Contractors as confidential. He /she will report to the Managing Director, Nafed.

3. The Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s) accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without restriction to all Project documentation of the Principal including that provided by the Contractor will also grant the Monitor, upon his/her request and demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to their project documentation. The same is also applicable to Sub- contractors.

4. The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents of the Bidder(s)/ Sub-contractor(s) with confidentiality. The Monitor has also signed declarations on ‘Non- Disclosure of confidential Information’ and of ‘Absence of Conflict of interest ‘. In case of any conflict of interest arising out at a later date, IEM shall inform the Managing Director, Nafed and recues himself/herself from that case.

5. The Principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all the meetings among the parties related to the Project provided such meetings could have any impact on the contractual relations between the Principal and the Contractor. The parties offer to the Monitor the option to participate in such meetings.

6. As soon as the Monitor notices, or believes to notice, violation of this agreement, he/she will so inform the management to discontinue or take corrective action, or to take relevant action. The monitor can in this regard submit non-binding recommendations. Beyond this, the Monitor has no right to demand from the parties that they act in a specific manner, refrain from action or tolerate action.

7. The Monitor will submit a written report to the Managing Director, Nafed within 8 to 10 weeks from the date of reference or intimations to him by the Principal and, should the occasion arise, submit proposals for correcting problematic situations.

8. If the Monitor has reported to the Managing Director, Nafed, a substantiated suspicion of an offence under relevant IPC/PC Act, and the Managing Director, Nafed has not, within the reasonable time taken visible action to proceed against such offence or reported it to the Chief Vigilance Officer, the Monitor may also transmit this information directly to the Central Vigilance Commissioners.

9. The word “Monitor” would include both singular and plural.

Article 9 – Pact duration

1. This pact begins when both parties have legally signed it. It expires for the Contractor 12 months after the last payment under the contract, and for all other Bidders 6 months after the contract has been awarded. Any violation of the same would entail disqualification of the bidders and exclusion from future business dealings.

2. If any claim is made/lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be valid despite the lapse of this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged/determined by the Managing Director, Nafed.

Article 10 : Other Provisions

1. This agreement is subject to Indian Law. Place of performance and jurisdiction is the Registered Office of the Principal, i.e. New Delhi.

2. Changes and supplements as well as termination notices need to be made in writing.

3. If the bidder is a partnership or a consortium, this agreement must be signed by all partners or consortium members.

4. Should one or several provisions of this Integrity Pact turn out to be invalid, the remainder of this agreement remains valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their original intentions.

5. Issues like Warranty/Guarantee etc. shall be outside the purview of IEMs.

6. In the event of any contradiction between the Integrity Pact and its Annexure, the Clause in the Integrity Pact will prevail.
